Who- Educational partners, students, parents, staff, and 
community partners of each school site

What- reviewed data for their specific school from the Listening 
Project conducted last spring and selected collective priorities for 
their school

When- School teams met over the course of November and 
December 2024

Where- Three of the five school districts participating in the 
Planning Grant consortium have met to review their Listening 
Project data and select collective priorities. The two remaining 
school districts will meet this winter. All of this data and selected 
priorities will be shared with you this coming spring!

How- After listening to a detailed presentation of all the data 
received from the listening project, each member of the school 
team ranked the emerging themes into three to five top priorities. 

Why- This list of ranked themes is a powerful tool for the school 
site and the school district to use when applying for future grants, 
considering programs to implement, and needs of their school 
community.
